Few family members will read or
know what is in our will until the time of
our death. At that time imagine if the
document were to begin with a statement
such as:

I believe in the Lord, Jesus Christ. | am secure in
God’s | ove for me and am
cured for me through the life, passion, death and resurrec-
tion of Jesus Christ. | leave those who survive me the com-
fort of knowing that | have died in this faith and am now
with my Lord in eternal glory.

What a special moment to be able to offer our sur-
vivors this assurance and love and affirmation of faith.

This same faith may also be reflected in the instruc-
tions that follow regarding how the will or trust pro vides
for —the distribut iBwodkofof
Common Prayer, p. 445). For instance, the opening profes-
sion of faith may continue:

As a final act of faith and thanksgiving for all the
blessings of my life, I direct that X percent (for example,
10%) of my estate be divided equally among my parish and
the following ministries

The will or living trust of a person of faith reflects
the stewardship of the person who creates it.

Our family is most important to us. What else mat-
ters to us? How can this be reflected in how we wish to

distribute all that God has given us—as give it all away
we must at the end of our life on earth?

Some planned gifts can increase retirement income,
reduce taxes, or enhance family inheritance. Thoughtful
planned giving can turn what would otherwise be tax dol-
lars into gift dollars.
